Avoiding Plagiarism: Documentation

“Giving Credit where Credit is Due”

Academic research requires that a writer show his/her sources: Bibliographies and Works Cited record the sources that are used for research.

· Bibliography—contains entire list of works consulted 

· Works Cited—contain only the works actually quoted or referenced within the paper

Common formats for:

Book

Author’s last name, first name.  Title of Book.  City of Publication: Publishing 
Company, Copyright date. 

Example

Sight, Richard J. Making the Most of College: Students Speak Their Minds. 
Cambridge: Harvard Up, 2001.

Magazine

Author’s  last name, first name.  “Article title.” Periodical title. Publishing Date: 
inclusive pages. 

Example

Wills, Garry. “The Words that Remade America: Lincoln at Gettysburg.” Atlantic. June 
5, 2001: 56-73.

Internet

Author’s  last name, first name.  “Article title.” Periodical title. Publishing Date. Date of 
Access. URL.

Example

Wills, Garry. “The Words that Remade America: Lincoln at Gettysburg.” Atlantic. June 
5, 200l. May 10, 2006. http://www.historicaldocuments.net.

Three important rules for Bibliography or Works Cited page:

1) Ordered alphabetically by author (last name first)

2) Second and third lines must be indented (one tab)

3) Double-space entire list
